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INTRODUCTION  
 
 

The Idaho Department of Fish and Game (IDFG) conducted a statewide recreational 
fishing economic survey in 2003 by mailing out 48,000 surveys to Idaho fishing license holders 
from the 2003 calendar year.  This survey was conducted to gather information on the economic 
benefits of recreational fishing at the statewide, county, and specific water body level.  Current 
information about the substantial economic benefits of sport fishing in Idaho has not previously 
been available to local and county businesses and government. Previous fishery economic 
surveys were conducted in Idaho by Sorg et al. (1985) for “cold” and “warm” water fishing, and 
for steelhead fishing (Donnelly et al. 1985).  A cooperative effort between the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service and the American Sportfishing Association in 1996 estimated the total economic 
impact of sport fishing in Idaho at over $461 million (Maharaj and Carpenter 1996).  However, 
the 2003 economic survey was the most significant in scale conducted in Idaho.     

 
METHODS 

 

In 2003 the IDFG conducted a statewide survey to estimate the economic value of 
recreational fishing in Idaho.  Data for this survey were collected using a self-report mail survey 
of Idaho anglers that had purchased a valid fishing license during calendar year 2003.  To 
compile a list of all anglers who purchased a fishing license, all fishing related licenses were 
extracted from the IDFG electronic license management system.  The list was updated with new 
license buyers prior to selecting the sample for the next quarter to include the total population of 
licensed anglers for each quarter.  The list was filtered using the unique license buyer 
identification number to prepare a list of unique license buyers.  The unique list was stratified by 
address to correspond to the seven IDFG administrative regions and an eighth strata for out-of-
state (non-resident) license holders.  The eight regional strata and the four-time strata (number 
of mailings) resulted in 32 total strata. 

 
Surveys were mailed four times during 2003 to a target sample size of 1,500 license 

holders per strata per quarter (Appendix 1).  Subjects were selected using simple, independent 
random sampling.  Surveys were mailed to 1,500 licensed anglers from each regional strata per 
quarter for a total sample size of 48,000 anglers.  Surveys were mailed out within two weeks of 
the end of the quarter following methods outlined by Dillman (2000).  The survey instrument 
contained a cover letter describing the purpose of the survey, and indicated that respondents for 
each quarter would be entered into a drawing for one of five gift certificates worth $100 if the 
survey was returned within 5 weeks.  All participants would be entered into a drawing for a $500 
gift certificate at the end of the survey.  The survey specified the time period of interest with the 
beginning and ending dates of the quarter (January 1 to March 31, etc.) repeated for each major 
survey section.  Anglers were asked information about the location of their first and last fishing 
trip of the quarter and amount of personal spending in nine categories related to the fishing trip.  
The first four spending categories included spending before and during the trip on: 1) food and 
beverages in stores, 2) food and beverages in restaurants, 3) fishing supplies specifically for 
this trip, and 4) other equipment and supplies for this trip.  The last five categories included total 
amounts spent on: 5) round trip transportation, 6) outfitters and guides, 7) hotels/motels, 8) 
public or private campgrounds, and 8) access fees for boat launching, parking, private land, etc. 

 
Analyses of the responses were conducted using Microsoft Excel utilizing pivot table 

services, and/or customized scripts.  The results for the questions were first summarized by 
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regional strata per quarter.  These summarized results were then expanded by the weighting 
factor (total number of individuals in the strata per number of respondents to the question by 
strata) to develop the statewide summary. 

 
 

RESULTS 
 
 
 There were almost 26,000 completed responses to the survey.  The IDFG estimated that 
424,375 anglers spent more than 3.9 million days (2.9 million trips) on Idaho waters.  There was 
an average of 1.3 days/trip, fishing 5.1 hours/day, and spending $150/trip.  Recreational fishing 
in Idaho generated $437,631,735 in statewide retail sales in 2003 with an additional 
$12,289,806 for fishing licenses and permits.  In 2003, the population of Idaho was nearly 1.4 
million people.  There were over 424,000 fishing licenses and 106,759 permits 
(Chinook/steelhead/2-pole) sold to over 400,000 individuals of which 124,297 were non-
residents.  Additional statewide statistics are found in Table 1. 
 
 The IDFG delineated sport fishing economic data for each of Idaho’s 44 counties.  
Information is summarized in this section of the report alphabetically by county.  Figure 1 
displays total expenditures by anglers per county using a color coded system.  Table 2 provides 
a ranking by county of fishing expenditures.

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DISCUSSION 
 
 
 Recreational fishing is a significant economic stimulus in Idaho with total spending for 
2003 estimated at roughly $450 million.  It is especially important in rural counties (e.g., 
Fremont, Idaho, Custer) where fishing provides a major economic boost in areas hard hit by 
financial downturns such as the loss of a long-standing industry such as a timber mill or mine.   
At the time this economic survey was done, one county had total economic spending in excess 
of $50 million while seven counties had estimated total spending in excess of $20 million.  
Another seven counties had total economic spending between $10 and $20 million.    
 
 The IDFG believes it is relevant to have information available on the importance of 
fishing to the state’s economic health.  Recreational fishing generates jobs and income for 
Idahoans.  A 1996 survey done jointly by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the American 
Sportfishing Association (Maharaj and Carpenter 1996) estimated that almost 6,900 jobs were 
created by recreational angling in Idaho.  Maharaj and Carpenter (1996) estimated total angler 
expenditures in Idaho at over $461 million, which generated state sales taxes of almost $14 
million.   Combined annual spending on fishing and hunting in Idaho approaches one billion 
dollars.   The IDFG intends to continue these types of surveys into the future.  
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ADA COUNTY 
 
 
 Spending by anglers on fishing trips to Ada County ranked 17th out of 44 in 2003. 
Anglers fished 170,598 days on 127,355 trips to Ada County spending an average of $52 per 
trip. Angler spending on fishing with destinations in Ada County was $6,602,481 in 2003. 
Anglers spent an additional $1,952,513 on fishing licenses and permits purchased in Ada 
County.  Lucky Peak Reservoir and the Boise River were the two most important fisheries in 
Ada County regarding angler spending.
